This request for expressions of interest follows the General Procurement Notice for this project that appeared on-line in dgMarket on November 27, 2008 and in UN Development Business on November 28, 2008, as well as published on National Commission on Financial Markets web-site of free access.
The Republic of Moldova has received financing from the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development toward the cost of implementation of the Financial Sector Reform Project (FSRP), and intends to apply part of the proceeds for procurement of consulting services of a local expert to carry out a feasibility study on implementation of dwellings and lands compulsory insurance in Moldova. The main objective of the consultancy assignment is to asses and identify the need for introducing dwellings and lands compulsory insurance in Moldova.
To achieve the assignment’s objectives, the Consultant will have to perform the following tasks:

· Experience in carrying out feasibility studies, preparation of the analytical reports;

· Familiarity with the international benchmarks in the field of the assignment is desirable;

· Successful experience with donor-financed projects of similar nature.
The Project Implementation Unit of the World Bank Competitiveness Enhancement Project now invites eligible individual local consultants to indicate their interest in providing the services. Interested Consultants must provide information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services (copy of the diploma, description of similar assignments, copy of the certificate(s) confirming attending of the trainings, CV, etc.). This Call for Expression of Interest will lead to the preparation of a Short List of consultants. For evaluation of the expressions of interest the following criteria will be applied:
· Academic background in law and / or economics (15 points);
· Knowledge and working experience within insurance sector of Moldova (experience with lands and dwellings insurance) (50 points);
· Experience in carrying out feasibility studies, preparation of the analytical reports (20 points);
· Successful experience with donor-financed projects (15 points). 
A consultant will be selected in accordance with the procedures set out in the World Bank’s Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants by World Bank Borrowers, May 2004 revised October 2006. 
The assignment will be implemented in the period from July – September 2010, and will be approximately 40 man-days in duration.
