This request for expressions of interest follows the General Procurement Notice for this project that appeared on-line in dgMarket on November 27, 2008 and in UN Development Business on November 28, 2008, as well as published on National Commission on Financial Markets web-site of free access.

The Republic of Moldova has received financing from the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development toward the cost of implementation of the Financial Sector Reform Project (FSRP), and intends to apply part of the proceeds for procurement of consultant services of a local part-time Procurement specialist. The main objective of the Consultant is to carry out the procurement activities during the implementation of the Grant “Moldova Dutch TA – TF Financial Sector Reform” according to the provisions of the Bank’s guidelines “Procurement under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits” and “Guidelines - Selection and Employment of Consultants by World Bank Borrowers”, both published on May 2004 and revised in October 2006, and with the provisions of the Grant Agreement and Procurement plans for this Grant.
To achieve the assignment’s objectives, the Consultant will have to perform the following tasks:

a) Update the Grant Procurement Plan (if needed) and submit to the Project Implementation Unit of the World Bank Competitiveness Enhancement Project (Client) for further submission to World Bank for review and approval;

b) Carrying out all procurement activities according to the Grant Procurement Plan and in line with World Bank guidelines inter alia through:

· assisting the National Commission of Financial Market (Grant’s Beneficiary) in developing of the TORs, selection criteria and estimated budget for services and technical specification and estimated budget for goods/works;

· preparation of the Bidding/tender documents;

· submission of the procurement documentation to the Client for further submission to World Bank for review and approval;

· issuance of the procurement documentation;

· overseeing of the clarification meetings, if any;

· developing of the clarifications/amendments to procurement documentation, if needed;

· organizing logistics for Bid/Tender submission;

· assisting the Grant’s Beneficiary in evaluation of the offers and quotations/bids and draw the evaluation reports;

· attending the meetings of evaluation committee;

· preparation of draft contracts and minutes of negotiation of the contracts;

· participation in contract finalization discussions/negotiation meetings;

· notifying the participants in the tender on the award decisions;

c) In cooperation with the Client staff prepare regular procurement reports for the World Bank.
This assignment will require an individual Consultant, which has:

· higher education;

· previous work experience in projects financed by international financial organizations;

· at least 5 years experience in procurement under the World Bank financed projects;

· knowledge of World Bank procurement regulations and procedures and standard documents;

· record on attending the special trainings on procurement of works, goods and services according to World Bank procurement rules; 

· excellent knowledge of English (both written and oral); 

· excellent knowledge of common PC office tools.

The Project Implementation Unit of the World Bank Competitiveness Enhancement Project   now invites eligible individual consultants to indicate their interest in providing the services. Interested Consultants must provide information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services (copy of the diploma, description of similar assignments, copy of the certificate(s) confirming attending of the trainings, CV, etc.). This Call for Expression of Interest will lead to the preparation of a Short List of consultants. For evaluation of the expressions of interest the following criteria will be applied:
· Educational background and professional qualification (10 points);
· Experience in procurement under the World Bank financed projects (40 points);
· Knowledge of World Bank procurement regulations and procedures and standard documents (50 points). 

A consultant will be selected in accordance with the procedures set out in the World Bank’s Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants by World Bank Borrowers, May 2004 revised October 2006. 
The assignment will be implemented in the period from December 2008 – December 31, 2010, with a trial period for the first six months, and will be approximately 375 man-days in duration. The Consultant shall work not less than twelve (12) working days per month.
